DO

1. Add headers at the beginning of each subroutine and function.  Jim will provide an add-in for us to use and we will look at the format to see if we all like it at the next meeting.

2. If in doubt match the existing coding standards in the project.

3. Delete code that is no longer needed instead of commenting it out.

4. Prefixes of common data types are first letters.  See examples below

a. string = s

b. boolean = b

c. integer = I

d. module = m

e. global = g

f. etc…

5. Follow the unique prefixes created by ESRI

a. MI = MapIndex

b. TL = Taxlot

c. FC = Feature Class

d. Def = Default Values

e. C = Cartographic Lines

6. Dim variables at the beginning and set them to nothing at the end of each subroutine/function.

7. Newly added code will have a comment block around it.

a. Format of the comment block:

‘++ START, Programmers Name, Date

……

……

newly added code

……

……

‘++ END, Programmers Name, Date

b. Example of the comment block:

‘++ START, Laura Gordon, 11/17/05

      Call msgbox(“Don’t forget our coding standards”, vbInformation, "Standards")

‘++ END, Laura Gordon, 11/17/05

DO NOT

1. Use data type suffixes in variable names, !, @, %, $, etc.

2. Do not use ‘my’ in variable names

3. Add line numbers when code is in the truck not in a branch.  As a result the administrators will only add the line numbers to the code at each release.
