3. Grant Application Review – Spring 2010 
 
The 3% cut-off for the spring funding cycle was $9,852 and the 20% limit was set at $68,554. 
There were 13 grant requests this spring requesting a total of $523,160. We have available 
resources of $342,772. We used the current funding criteria to weight the applications and reduce 
those that were over 3% of projected funds. Four applications were below the 3% cut-off and 
only one application was over the 20% limit; the department reduced the grant according to the 
funding criteria and policies. 
 
Attached is a summary of the applications.  
 
 
4.  ORMAP Web Site Update – Sue Billman, Project Manager 
 
We are moving forward with upgrading the ORMAP web site’s mapping software from ArcIMS 
to ArcServer. The department has assigned a project manager, Sue Billman, for this project. Sue 
is responsible for meeting the project timelines, coordinating with other agency departments, and 
working with the Department of Administrative Services’ Geospatial Enterprise Office (GEO).  
 
We are collaborating with GEO and have decided they will host the mapping side of the web site. 
This will save ORMAP from having to upgrade software and hardware. By working with GEO, 
we will be able to provide a wide verity of additional data and functionality to the web site, 
including air photos and road names. 
 
The department will code the informational side of the site (business plans, calendar, meeting 
minutes, agendas, etc) to meet DOR standards and host it on the department’s web servers. This 
to will save ORMAP from having to update server hardware and software and allow any of the 
department’s IT staff to make updates when needed.

We are working with DAS to develop a Service Level Agreement (SLA) to detail what each 
agency will be responsible for on the ORMAP site. GEO currently does not have a standard SLA 
for the other data that it hosts, but we felt it was important to include one since the ORMAP site 
receives such high traffic. This will include response time to requests, downtime response, and 
data services.

Summary: 
Crook County is seeking funds to continue the remapping project of the County according to the 
on-line business plan. This funding cycle, we would like to obtain funds to start Phase 6 of our 
remapping plan, which will remap 755 tax lots and finish 8 Tax Maps, to ORMAP technical 
specifications.  
 
This grant comprises of three parts: 

1) DOR-CISU will remap 611 tax lots. These tax lots are located in the central part of the 
County, east of Prineville in townships 13s19e, 15s17e, 16s18e, and 14s18e. The tax lots 
are approved for maintenance by DOR and will be added to the DOR-CISU geo-
database. This request will cover project-planning, data gathering, control point 
acquisition, COGO, control base assembly, line-work, QC, format conversion, and 
delivery for the areas listed in A.5. This project will meet all Cadastral Data Exchange 
Standards. This is an area of the County that covers two large subdivisions and a corridor 
along Hwy 26, from Prineville to the Jefferson County line. 

 
2) DOR-CISU will carry out 100 hours of research to assess control in 13s19e, 16s16e, 

17s15e, 17s16e, 17s17e, 17s18e, 17s19e, and 16s24e. A licensed surveyor will 
collect 43 Control points. 
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3) Crook County GIS will complete the remapping, to Goal 6, of 8 townships along the 

boundary with Grant, Wheeler, and Harney Counties in 13s19s, 13s20e, 13s21e, 13s22e, 
14s23e, 15s24e, 15s25e, 16s25e, and 18s25e. This will provide edge matching with these 
neighboring counties of 72 miles (total 263 miles) comprising 27% of the total Crook 
County boundary.

The county quickly converted from ESRI’s Workstation format to ESRI’s ArcGIS format. Since 
the conversion, many of the polylines, titles and annotation turned up missing or misrepresented 
and in need of spatial adjustments. Due to employee turnovers, Jefferson County was not able to 
complete the first phase of the project until the summer of 2009. The first phase delivered 21% of 
the county tax maps from 2008 (114) and 21% of the county tax lots (3,360) to the Oregon 
Department of Revenue. The second and last phase of this project would take the remaining 79% 
(487 maps as of March 2010) of the tax maps that need spatial adjustment (Tax lots have since 
been converted). With this grant approval, Jefferson County hopes to be goal 6 compliant by 
April 2011.
